Presentation:

There was a short presentation by Sue Baknak of Staffordshire LINK

Matters Arising from Previous Meeting:

Funding of £500 from John Francis approved.
Notice board purchased.

Possibility of community leaflets still to be checked out by Jonathan.

Kim still awaiting £250 from shops for plants.

AGM feedback:

Generally agreed to be a good meeting and well attended due to the leaflets distributed by Jo.
The Fire officers were pleased to be invited and got new business from people present after a good presentation. 

Comments received from attendees not yet analysed, and Jonathan will look at these for next mtg.

A seat for outside the shops received near unanimous approval when those present were asked.

Traffic issues in area were raised and Baswich bridge should have a length restriction on it as HGVs still cross it even though banned.

Grassroots Grant Update:

In February 2010 the Community Group took the opportunity to bid for £3,000 grant funding from the Grassroots Community Grant Fund. Of the funding, £1,500 was targeted at young people and £1,500 at older people within the community. During the summer, it became apparent that the deadline for grant expenditure was March 2010, and not March 2011 as had initially been presumed.

A period of negotiation with the grant awarding body commenced, and although they initially stated we would have to repay the grant funding, they later agreed that – if we could demonstrate expenditure by the 31st October 2010 – they would allow the Group to utilise the funding on specific items within the community.

It was agreed with the Grassroots Community Fund that monies could be used as follows:

· Lodgefield Park Residents (Bingo Machine)

· Leasowes Primary School (Scooter / Bike Rack)

· Donation to Carers Group

Telephone and e-mail communication with the grant officer identified that the group could spend a further amount on the following:

· Payment to Berkswich Community Hall for Carers Group

· Purchase of a Notice Board for use within the community

The actual cost of the notice board was greater than the grant amount available, but a funding submission had been made to, and approved by, Cllr John Francis through the Staffordshire Community Fund that included an amount to cover the purchase costs of the notice board. 

The total cost of the notice board is £864.32, of which the Grassroots Grant funded £637.17 and the Staffordshire Community Fund provided the balance of £227.15. 
Cllr John Francis also agreed to fund the costs of purchasing and installing a seat outside the shops in Bodmin Avenue. Issues of insurance and guarantees need to be sorted as well as planning approval.
Treasurers Report:
Jan Morgan handed over the Treasurers position to Kim Edwards.

Balance c/f  was £4590.07, with receipts of £500 from the Staffs Community Fund and expenditure of £2570.28 (mainly the payments to Berkswich Parish Hall and for the notice board). Future commitments are £650 (£150 for notice board installation, £120 for website, £130 for leaflets and posters, and £250 for plants at shops), leaving a new balance of £1806.90.
Jonathan Andrew and Kim Edwards are to be appointed signatories to account, with Kevan Tongue also remaining a signatory. The group agreed to this change.
Police Update:

21st  Oct – Noisy youths at Yelverton Park.
27th  Oct – Large group of noisy youths at Yelverton park, but gone when police arrived.
Halloween – People throwing things in Tiverton, and eggs thrown in Babbacombe.

5th  Nov –  Noise at Yelverton again.

PCSOs concentrating on Yelverton park due to new play equipment installed there.

Mtg at co-op on 6th Nov deemed successful on a nice day with plenty of shoppers met by officers.

Regular police updates should be posted on website.

Local Councillors Update:
Ann Edgeller: Yelverton playground now improved, but needs sign to restrict it to certain age group.
Lynton Tavern fencing up and car park re-marked. Building is a mess inside after water leaks. The owners will make decisions in 6 mths about how to proceed and there should be consultation at that point. There is a planning application in for a wall and gates across the front of the site – the current fence is temporary to keep vandals out. A live cable sticking out near car park entrance needs to be dealt with urgently.
A fence at end of Stockton Lane has been appealed against.

The 2 new houses at end of Porlock still have no planning approval for removal of garages.

John Francis:  The speed indicator devices (SIDs) will remain on Porlock until Jan 2011. They only display during extended school hours, but collect speed and traffic data all the time. 

A Highways survey report on Baswich Lane showed av speeds of 30.3 mph northbound, and 29.6mph southbound, which do not make it a priority area for speed checks. There is not enough footfall across Baswich Lane for a crossing near shops. John not happy with survey and another will be done.
Traffic wardens are targeting schools in area for dangerous parkers.

4 to be set up – Young, Old, Community cohesion, Safety & environment.
Big Lottery fund may be approached when issues and needs identified..
