5.  Presentation and thanks made to Kevan Tongue for last three years as Chairman.

	2.  Police Update
	 1.  Incident outside Bodmin shop’s involving St Anne’s pupil.  PCSO Pete Davies – nothing to worry about.  Matter now resolved.  Nothing sinister.
2.  October - Only 5 incidents of Anti Social Behaviour.  3 of these on Halloween alone, mainly involving eggings and 1 case of Criminal Damage.  No incidents reported in Weeping Cross area.
3.  Good neighbourhood watch scheme in the area.  Letters are going out to appeal for more co-ordinator’s.  
4.  No longer a Section 30 Order in operation.  Order now expired.
	PCSO Pete Davies to report back to the group with further details.


	3. Matters  Arising
	1.  Lynton Tavern   Plymouth Brethren applied to council for change of use for Lynton Tavern.  John Francis advises group to submit letter on behalf of the community to oppose plans as it would change the landscape of area dramatically.  Letter must be submitted tomorrow.  Letter must be submitted in order that members can be involved in the Development Control Committee Meeting as the planning has been ‘called into committee’.   Medical Centre and Catholic Church have already opposed plans.
2.  Lynton Tavern Car Park  John Francis advises the group that they can make representations to the council, to take control of the car park adjacent to the Lynton Tavern.  This could improve lighting and overall condition of car park.
3.  Donation for Wildwood Christian Fellowship  The group felt compelled to pay PC Steve Thorton a £500 cheque for the Wildwood Christian Fellowship, for  the events held over Halloween. John Francis and PCSO Pete Davies both felt that the events were a success as there were only 3 incidents reported over the whole area of Wildwood and Baswich.  Publicity seemed low, PCSO Pete Davies said that this was due to the fact that permission was not received from some organisations until the Friday before Halloween.  Three events panned, 2 discos and 1 skateboarding event although one disco was cancelled.  Motion passed that no further monies to be paid out without a full committee meeting and full, detailed invoice submitted.
